1. The appearance of your fuse panel might be different than pictured, depending the production date of your kit. This
does not affect the fuse panel mounting and placement.

2. The installation and exact placement of the new fusebox is not extremely critical for this application. It will mount in the
same general location as the stock fuse panel did, just to the right of the stock pedal carriage bracket as shown above. To
give you better access to mount the fuse panel, remove your wiper motor bracket and motor assembly from under the
dash. If your car has factory or aftermarket A/C, make sure that you leave adequate clearance between the evapora-
tor/heater box and the fusebox assembly before mounting the fuse panel on the firewall.

3. Be sure to check for clearances of any other accessories that you might be adding. The stock clutch and brake pedal
assembly pose no concerns when mounted in this location. There are 3 mounting holes (1 on the upper tab and 2 on the
lower tab) of the fusebox case. Using the fusebox as a template, drill 3 new 11/64” holes in your firewall. 3 new attaching
screws, washers and locking nuts (H, J and K) have been provided for you to affix the fusebox to the firewall. They can be
found in the loose piece kit, 510881 (92973540), from the dash/main harness kit. See page 4 of the main instruction set,
92973556 for the loose piece kit contents page.

4. After mounting the fuse panel to the firewall of the car, re-attach the wiper motor bracket and motor assembly back up
under the dash. The main trunk of the harness will route up through the loop clamp that is attached to the wiper motor
bracket and toward the front of the dash opening as shown above right. The 4-way relay bank drops down below the
harness and mounts to the wiper motor bracket as shown above right. Please see the 92972156 relay bank mounting
instruction template for further details. Take caution to keep the harness away from any moving items such as the wiper
motor linkage. See the main instruction set, 92973556, page 5 for further installation suggestions.

3. Take the remaining portion of the 12-foot piece of 6Ga. red wire from this kit and route it from your alternator over to the area
where you have mounted your Megafuse and cut it to length. Strip the insulation on each end back 1/2”. Install 1 piece of
shrink tubing F onto the wire. At the alternator end, slip on boot E as shown on page 3, then crimp and solder (1) of terminal J
onto the wire. At the Megafuse end, crimp and solder (1) of terminal H onto the wire. Slide the shrink tubing over terminal H
and heat it up to shrink it down.

4. Take the 10Ga. red main power feed wire from your engine or panel sub-kit and route it over to the area where you have
mounted your Megafuse and cut it to length. Strip the insulation back 3/8”. Install 1 piece of shrink tubing F onto the wire, then
crimp and solder (1) of terminal K onto the wire.

5. Remove the 4 loosely tightened nuts and lock washers from the assembled Megafuses, then using the drawing on page 3 as
a guide, install your pre-assembled wires from steps 2-4 above. Re-install the 4 nuts and lock washers onto the assembled
Megafuses and tighten them down. This part of your installation is now complete.
